The hotel itself  has a reception area , bar and restaurant offering  buffet style to a la carte 

meals .There is a night club with family entertainment .Swimming pools for adults and 

children .Pool side bars and garden area. Spa and beauty treatment facilities.

Situated: 

This hotel has the privilege of its cliff edge front line position and has incredible views of the 

Atlantic and directly opposite you have a stunning view of Tenerife and the famous volcano 

Mount Teide. 

The hotel has been designed and constructed using ancient traditional methods of building . 

Step terraces are very important for agricultural purposes. This tradition has been taken in 

consideration by planning this Hotel Complex.   

 

Project Idea: 

The entire Project is planned as a park, with walk ways around the hotel and down to the 

beach named Roca Bermeja. Plants and trees used in the gardens are from the Canaries 

Island. The same plants are used on the roofs of the Hotel buildings, which looks like the 

tradition ancient terraces around the island.   

Every room is built south facing, with views of the Ocean, Tenerife and Mount Teide, which 

overlooks this magnificent profile of the island. Every room has a private balcony, but with 

the brilliant idea of each room having roof gardens, this provides total relaxation and 

guaranties a private atmosphere. 

 

 
 

 



                                    
The spacious reception area is constructed split level with high ceilings. On one side of 

the reception area is a natural refreshing water garden which leads to a large window 

with breath taking views of the Atlantic ocean and Tenerife, this specially designed 

window take the brightness of the sun away, giving the same natural effect as the trees 

would in the nearby national park Garajonay, where vegetation, water and colors have a 

harmony, which is unique in the world.   

 

          
 

Parts of the dining room are decorated with wood work, as well as with the typical 

vegetation of the valleys of La Gomera. The swimming pools have different levels; one 

of them is connected to the reception. On the bottom end of the hotel building there are 

various sports areas, including a Fitness Center and cafeteria.  

The swimming pool has been designed by the architect giving the effect of a 

continuation between the pool and the ocean, creating the feeling of sunbathing directly 

on the Atlantic.  

 

 
 

 



                             
Arrivals of the guests: 

A short walk through a palm tree lined entrance leads to the reception area.   

The entire area is decorated with natural stone and is set on 3 levels.   

The highest level is for guest arrivals, the other 2 levels consist of luggage rooms, toilets 

and views to the pools and garden areas. 

 
 

From the reception area there are Steps leading down to the dining rooms, conference 

rooms, bars and a smaller commercial area which has hair dressing saloons, doctors, 

and the tour operators information centre.  

 

 
 

                                       



On the ground floor there is a night club for evening entertainment and the relaxing 

terrace bar, as well as the swimming pools and the garden areas.  

 

 

 
 

All recreational activities for the guests are situated at the end of the complex.  There 

are tennis and squash courts, fitness Center and a gymnasium.  There is a spa area with 

various treatment rooms, saunas, restrooms and beauty salons.  A mini club for children, 

pool bar and the A LA CART restaurant. 

Near the entrance on the main road is planed a Commercial center, which is accessible 

from the hotel and exterior.
